Fehlt fiir das Zitat nach der Plagiatssuche ein Nachweis in einer
Originalquelle, so wird der Treffer als "Zitat-wortlich-im Text" bezeichnet.

Einzelne Worter einer korrekt gekennzeichneten wortlichen Ubernahme werden
verandert oder weggelassen, ohne dass der Sinn verdndert wird. Z.B.: "
Unternehmung" wird durch "Unternehmen" ersetzt.

In dem korrekt gekennzeichneten iibernommenen wortlichen Text wird der Sinn
durch Austauschung einzelner Worter deutlich veréndert. Beispiel: "
iiberentwickelten" statt "unterentwickelten".
